What wifl | wear af Forest dchool?

No children will be permitted to o to Forest School without appropriate clothing that will protect them from extremes of heat or cold, keep
them covered to reduce the likelinood of cuts and scrapes and that fits appropriately for comfort

(hildren and parents are encouraged to think about the usefulness of their clothing for outdoor activities, and to be aware they are likely to
take some of our mud home with them after the session. In the forest it can be often be cooler than expected under the shade of the trees.

Clothing list: waterproof coat, with hood, long sleeved top, full length trousers, warm boots (wellies can be very cold during the winter), warm
socks (and a spare pair), in cold weather - gloves and woolly hat, in warm weather - sun hat that fits wel to ensure qood visibility

We work on the principle that “there is no such thing as bad weather, only bad clothing”. We do have a selection of spare clothing but this will
need to be matched to your child prior to the session and checked for suitabilty,
