Our school marked Internet Safety Day with a dynamic assembly focused on protecting
ourselves from online scams. During the assembly, we introduced the aci®8Gyivas a
simple guide to recognizing common scam warning signs:

w S-Seems too good to be true

w C- Contact being approached unexpectedly for something
w A - Askingfor personal information or bank details

w M - Money. requests for money or a trade

We explained how these elements can appear in various online contexish as in video
games, popup adverts, and social media interactianand discussed practical ways to stay
safe. We also talked about the importance of speakingttusted adult if something

happens online that makes them feel uncomfortable or unsure.Following the assembly, the
students returned to their classrooms where they participated in engaging activities with
their teachers. These activities encouraged them to think aboutlifeascenarios where

they might encounter scams, reinforcing the lesson with practical examples and discussion.
